We have nearly been at this live streaming virtual parish existing alongside the 
normal parish for about four weeks now. A lot has changed since we 
celebrated Ash Wednesday. Our parish livestreams the Mass every day at 
9am and Sunday 10am (about 1500 viewers each time), we send out the 
e:newsletter and place a hard copy at the church doors every Friday. Our 
parish face book page is increasing in membership everyday as Padre vlogs 
(video blogs) and posts the faith, saints, memes, and mountain stories. We 
also have a small vibrant team doing the telephone connect ministry which has 
been wonderful contact for many of our elderly. After Easter we will roll out the 
Burleigh Parish App for IPads and Iphones. Please get connected with what 
we are trying to do.   
I know life is a constant change and there may be uncertainly, fear and 
confusion - this is normal but stay connected with family and friends. One thing 
I have always held onto at this time of year is that everyone goes through their 
own passion, failings, and crucifixions – in some cases daily this happens – 
and some find themselves in deep dark tombs. But shovel by shovel we hand 
over to others and ask for help as we slowly rise from our tombs in the hope of 
the Lord’s Resurrection and his promise of everlasting joy and blessing.  I 
know that the Easter Alleluia belongs to those who have gone through the 
passion and crucifixion. His promises always – to be with us till the end of time.

Passover at your table.  
æ Using a red crayon or chalk mark your front door with a cross and 2020 date 
æ After the meal wash family feet 
æ Place a jug of water and towel on your home altar 
æ Watch Burleigh Parish Mass 7pm Livestream 
 
GOOD FRIDAY: 
æ Watch Burleigh Parish Stations 9am (using Palm Beach Church stations) 
æ Place a crucifix on your home altar 
æ Watch Burleigh Parish 3pm Passion livestream 
æ Break the fast with hot cross buns after 3pm Commemoration 
æ Watch Tenebrae 7pm the ancient liturgy of Shadows

æ Boil and paint eggs ready for Sunday

HOLY THURSDAY 
Bernhard Strigel’s painting of Christ Washing the Disciplesô Feet 
illuminates for us the scene of the Last Supper. We meet Christ and 
the apostles gathered around a table set for the Passover meal - the 
roasted lamb and bitter herbs scattered on the tabletop tell us that 
they are celebrating the memorial feast described in the Exodus 
reading. The room is small, creating a sense of intimacy as the 
group gathers tightly around the table. Pieces of bread, small plates, 
knives, and the chalice are scattered messily on the table, telling us 
that the food has been enjoyed by the people here. The crumbs 
show us the human touch, clear signs of their engagement and 
participation.  
Taking the theme of engagement to a deeper level, in the 
foreground we find Christ in the act of washing Peter’s feet. From 
the messy, post-meal table, Christ invites us into another mess—the 
dusty and worn feet of Peter, toes which he hesitantly points out 
from under his garment. Expressing profound love, service, and 
intimate communion, Christ reaches for these to wash them, 
shocking and humbling Peter, who will have to learn the lesson his 
Teacher has just modelled for him. Feet are our most humble part, 
closest to the ground, in constant touch with our utter humility of 
being dust. While Peter partially covers his feet, Christ’s foot is fully 
exposed, showing his embrace of humility and his determination on 
the way to the cross. In the back of the scene, John the Beloved 
Disciple hesitantly offers his own foot, almost touching Christ’s 
extended hand, signalling his loyalty and trust in the Lord.  
Strigel was most famous as a portrait painter, and the expressions he captures on Christ, Peter, John, and Judas tell the story 
without words. Strigel also uses symbolic language to reinforce meaning: knives point to the chalice on the table and Judas, 
who is on the left, in yellow, holds a chalice that signals the suffering that is to come, evoking the cup of salvation and 
sacrifice. Other vessels also carry meaning: the basin under Peter’s foot is like a large paten, and like the platter under the 
lamb, reinforces the idea of sacrifice as essential to the Eucharistic act. On this Holy Thursday, our experiences of worship are 
also replete with symbols of intimate love, humility, self-giving service, and sacrifice. How do these speak to you today?

GOOD FRIDAY 
Titian’s Christ and the Good Thief immerses us in the sombre, raw spirit of Good Friday - one of agony and heartbreak. But even 
in this, we see a sign of hope and conversion in the example of the Good Thief. Titian’s composition and use of colour set the 
mood. The painting is almost monochromatic, using a range of rust from its darker to lighter tones, evoking earthiness, but also 
the colour of spilled blood. Both Christ and the Good Thief are off centre, with a supple but ominously grey column of rising 
smoke dominating the central space. To the right, Jesus’ dying body is luminous, but a contrast with his hanging, exhausted 
head. It’s a juxtaposition of life and death, light and darkness. On the left side in the shadows, the Good Thief is animated by his 
conversion, his final moments which become his most important ones in life. His shaded body dimly reflects Christ’s 
luminousness, but the light of his eyes also comes from within, a clear white spot piercing the rusty darkness.  

Titian’s bodies are in conversation. Christ hangs in 
stillness after hours of agony, conveying, “It is finished,” 
but also a sense of stability and assurance for the Good 
Thief. The Good Thief is experiencing conversion, his 
chest forward and face toward Christ, an embodiment of 
his turning his mind and heart to Jesus Christ. His arms 
signal the turn he is taking - from the left hand hanging 
clenched in the grey smoke to his right hand raised 
animatedly, reaching for the heavens and offering his 
faith response to God’s loving invitation.  
Isaiah’s description of the suffering servant helps us 
understand the conversion of the Good Thief. The man’s 
sin led him to his death sentence, but he now recognizes 
in Christ the freedom, hope, and promise possible even 
at his final moments. Looking at Christ, the man’s eyes 
are opened to see that it is his infirmities Christ bears, 
his suffering that he endures; he understands that the 
Lord is pierced for his offenses and crushed for his sins. 
A person of sin knows that to lift these burdens is an 
immeasurable gift of freedom, new life, and possibility. In 
this the Good Thief rejoices and anticipates true 
freedom, even while his body is nailed to a cross. As we 
approach the cross in veneration this Good Friday, 
where do you yearn for freedom, hope, and possibility in 
your life?
